


To start, use the key provided
to unscrew the Locking Bolt
(anti-clock wise). This action
will release the apron from
the bottom section of the
column.

Open the Top Section apron, this will
start to pivot about its hinge point.
Hold the apron steady with one
hand, reach inside the column with
the other and take out the slack of
the ‘Lowering Rope’.

DO NOT DETACH ROPE FROM COLUMN




Feed the rope through your
hands until the column is
lowered to its final position. The
rope at this point should be at its
full tightness at this point.

The maximum weight and windage
for manual raising & lowering of the
column without the aid of a winch, are
stated below. However if a load is
applied greater than that in the table
below, then a winch is required.
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When maintenance is complete
the column can be raise by
pulling on the rope, ensuring
that as you retrieve the slack of
the rope it is put inside the base
of the column.

To finish, just simply attach the Top
Section apron to the base by turning
the captive bolt clockwise with the tool
provided.

You have successfully raised and
lowered the column.
